CALL TO ORDER: 

 

The Regular Meeting of the East Grand Forks City Council for December 17, 2013 was called to order 

by Council President Buckalew at 5:00 P.M. 

 

CALL OF ROLL:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:   
 

PLAQUE PRESENTATION FOR COMMISSIONER GREGOIRE: 

 

Mayor Stauss told Commissioner Gregoire he appreciated the improvements in the cemetery, thanked 

him for his time spent on the commission, and work in the cemetery.  Mayor Stauss stated that 

Commissioner Gregoire served on the Cemetery Commission from 1988 until 2012.  Commissioner 

Gregoire thanked the mayor and council for the opportunity to serve on the commission.  He told them 

what a gratifying experience he had serving on the Cemetery Commission.   

 

KENNEDY BRIDGE STUDY PRESENTATION: 

 

Mr. Haugen told the council there was an open house in the Training Room regarding the Kennedy 

Bridge study and how it will still be going on after the council meeting.  He then introduced Mr. Derrick 

Dasenbrock, from the Minnesota Department of Transportation, who is the project manager of the 

Kennedy Bridge Project.  Mr. Dasenbrock stated how a study was being completed on the Kennedy 

Bridge to see if the bridge should go through rehabilitation or replacement.  He then introduced Mr. 

Doug Abere and said how he was hired to complete the study. 

 

Mr. Abere started the presentation by thanking the council for their time and began the presentation.  He 

reviewed how information meetings and study advisory committee meetings have been held throughout 

the entire process.  He explained the current condition of the Kennedy Bridge, how it is historic, and 
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commented on the daily use of the bridge.  He stated there were three options which were to take no 

action, rehabilitate the bridge, or replace the bridge.  He continued by reviewing these options and what 

their potential costs could be.  Mr. Abere told the council that during this study suggestions had been 

made to include trails for bicycles and pedestrians so they are able to also utilize the Kennedy Bridge.  

He added how there were different options to include these trails and reviewed what they would be.  Mr. 

Abere reminded the council that all of the cost estimates in the presentation were construction only.  He 

added how with rehabbing the bridge the big ticket items would be replacing the deck and fixing pier six 

since four lanes should be adequate for future use of this bridge.  He stated how there could be many 

unknowns with replacing the bridge which would only increase the costs.  He then asked if there were 

any questions from the council. 

 

Council Vice-President Leigh stated how the bridge can get icy and asked to make sure there is a buffer 

in the middle of the lanes to prevent people from going into oncoming traffic.  Council member Olstad 

commented how important it is to keep the middle buffer and then asked which option is more cost 

effective looking at long term costs when comparing rehabbing the bridge or just going with a complete 

replacement.  Mr. Abere stated how far apart the costs are when comparing a rehabilitation project and a 

replacement project so even with maintenance on the bridge it will more than likely cost less to move 

forward with the rehabilitation project than replacing the bridge.  He added that a rehabilitation of the 

bridge would solve many issues for decades.  Council member Tweten asked if the East Grand Forks 

and Grand Forks Police Departments would be asked to help with traffic control.  Mr. Abere stated that 

would be the responsibility of the contractor and added how there will more than likely be more 

congestion during peak hours of the day.  Council member Tweten stated they had done an excellent job 

on the presentation and evaluation of the bridge.  Mayor Stauss asked if 4
th

 Street that goes under 

Highway 2 will have to be redone and if all of those costs would be the City’s responsibility.  He added 

the City would be looking help with those costs.  Mr. Abere stated that he would have to ask to see if 4
th

 

Street was going to be affected.  Mr. Haugen stated that since it is a part of the Highway 2 system that 

MNDOT would have some responsibility with 4
th

 Street if a project has to be completed.  Council 

President Buckalew thanked them for their time and presentation.

Council President Buckalew stated the motion died due to lack of a 2
nd

.   

 

Council Vice-President asked if there could be a discussion which was allowed.  Council Vice-President 

Leigh asked Mr. Murphy if he and the City Attorney had a meeting to come up with an agreement.  Mr. 

Murphy stated they had met, weren’t able to reach anyone at Lutheran Social Services during their 

meeting, and with different items coming up in both offices, an agreement had not been drafted but they 

did come up with the items that needed to be included in the agreement.  Council Vice-President Leigh 

stated he would support an agreement that would allow only a one year commitment.  Discussion 

followed about how LSS could only have an agreement with an organization that meets the LSS mission 

and couldn’t be just any group, the agreement couldn’t last longer than 1 year, and the City will receive 

10% of the amount paid to LSS.  Council President Buckalew asked if this agreement could be canceled 

at any time.  Mr. Galstad stated that either the City of LSS could terminate the agreement with 30 days 

notice just like the site use agreement.   
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Council member Grassel asked when the projected opening date was for the daycare center.  The council 

was informed that it is proposed for January 2
nd

.  Council member Olstad asked if there was a hold 

harmless in any of the paperwork so the City would not be held responsible.  Mr. Galstad stated there 

could be an indemnification as a part of the agreement with LSS.

This policy is being brought forward as a result of regulations from the federal government known as the 
Affordable Care Act  also known as Obamacare .  This policy is to define what employees could be 
eligible for medical insurance.  This also defines the requirements that need to be met by eligible 
employees so they are able to receive healthcare coverage . The terms in this policy are already using the 
minimums that are allowed.  The language used is also required by federal mandate.   
 
If adopted this policy will be effective as of January 1, 2014.   
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Medical Insurance Eligibility 

Policy:  

Complete details of the benefits provided under this plan are found in the individual insurance packets 

provided to each employee.  

 

Eligibility: 

All full-time and regular part-time employees working a minimum of 30 hours per week during the prior 

year measurement period, as defined in IRS Notice 2011-36, may participate in the City of East Grand 

Forks’ medical insurance plan.  The City of East Grand Forks has adopted a twelve month measurement 

period beginning November 1
st
 of each year.  The measurement period will be followed by a two month 

administrative period lasting until December 31
st 

which coincides with the City of East Grand Forks’s 

annual medical insurance open enrollment period.  If an employee is deemed eligible by meeting the 

minimum 30 hour average during the defined measurement period, the employee will then be eligible for 

coverage during the corresponding twelve month stability period beginning January 1
st
 through the end of 

the year.  Employees are not required to participate; however, those choosing to decline the City of East 

Grand Forks’ offer of medical insurance may be required to participate in the future if the status of East 

Grand Forks’ group changes, or is based on new interpretation of the HIPPA law.  Employees who 

decline medical insurance under the City of East Grand Forks’ program must sign a waiver 

acknowledging their voluntary rejection of medical insurance through the City of East Grand Forks’ plan, 

and acknowledging the possibility of a future requirement to participate in the program.   In addition, 

those employees electing to waive medical insurance coverage for themselves or any dependents will be 

unable to add coverage through the City of East Grand Forks until next open enrollment period unless a 

life event occurs as defined by HIPAA and the Department of Labor. 

 

Premiums:  
Medical Insurance premiums for full-time employees with family plans are cost-shared by the City of 

East Grand Forks and employees.  The City of East Grand Forks’ contributions are determined annually 

during budget process.  Employees will be notified of their share annually.  The employee’s share of the 

premium is collected as a payroll deduction on two (2) bi-weekly paychecks per month.  Premium 

payments are first applied to the employee’s flexible benefit plan in order to optimize the applicable tax 

savings.

Background:  The East Grand Forks Police Department has been a member of the Pine to 

Prairie Drug Task Force since 2008.  We recently added a new member, the U.S. Customs and 

Border Protection, and have expanded to four officers working on the task force.  With these 

changes we have updated the Joint Powers Agreement for the task force. 

  

Recommendations:  I am requesting that the City Council approve the updated version of the 

Joint Powers Agreement for the Pine to Prairie Drug Task Force.

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AMENDED AND RESTATED 

PINE TO PRAIRIE DRUG TASK FORCE 

JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT  

 

WHEREAS, this amended and restated Agreement is made and entered into by the 

undersigned, who are units of government responsible for the enforcement of controlled 

substance laws in their respective jurisdictions, and they previously entered into a Joint Powers 

Agreement (Agreement) in 2008 for the formation and operation of the Pine to Prairie Drug Task 

Force (PTPDTF) as a joint powers entity, pursuant to the authority conferred upon the parties by 

Minn. Stat. § 471.59; and 

WHEREAS, the Agreement provides that any alterations, modifications, or 

amendments of the provisions of the Agreement shall only be valid if they have been 

reduced to writing and approved and signed by all members of the Governing Board; and  

WHEREAS, from time to time, the Agreement has been amended pursuant to its 

terms; and  

WHEREAS, U.S. Customs and Border Protection wishes to participate in the PTPDTF as 

a non-voting member of the PTPDTF; and 

WHEREAS, the parties to the PTPDTF Joint Powers Agreement desire to restate the 

original Agreement to incorporate all previously approved amendments and to amend the 

Agreement to provide for participation by U.S. Customs and Border Protection as a non-voting 

member. 

NOW, THEREFORE, The undersigned Governmental Units, in the joint and mutual 

exercise of their powers, agree as follows: 

1.  Name.   

1.1 The name of the joint powers entity created herein shall be the “Pine to Prairie 
Drug Task Force” (hereinafter “PTPDTF”).  

2.  General Purpose.  

2.1 The purpose of this Agreement is to establish an organization to coordinate 
efforts to investigate, apprehend, and prosecute drug offenders. 

3.  Members.  

3.1 The Members of this Agreement shall consist of the following units of 
government:  
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The City of Crookston; 
The City of East Grand Forks 
The County of Polk; and 
U.S. Customs and Border Protection 

 
3.2 The Members to this Agreement shall cooperate and use their best efforts 

to ensure that the various provisions of the Agreement are fulfilled.  The 
Members agree to act in good faith to undertake resolutions of disputes, if 
any, in an equitable and timely manner and in accordance with the 
provisions of this Agreement. 

4.  Term of Agreement. 

4.1 The term of this Agreement shall be for one (1) year, commencing January 1, 
2014, and terminating on December 31, 2014, unless terminated earlier, 
pursuant to Section 11.1 of this Agreement.  

4.2 The Members agree that this Agreement shall be automatically extended for 
successive one-year terms upon the same terms, conditions, and covenants, 
unless the PTPDTF is dissolved prior to expiration of the initial or successive 
term.  

5. Governing Board.  
  

5.1 Creation and Composition.  A joint powers board, known as the PTPDTF 
Governing Board, is established for the purposes contained herein with the 
powers and duties set forth in this Agreement. The Governing Board shall 
consist of not less than six members, nor more than eight members, which shall 
include the respective police chiefs from the City of Crookston and the City of 
East Grand Forks, the Polk County Sheriff, an agent from U.S. Customs and 
Border Protection, and the Polk County Attorney.  The remaining members shall 
be selected by the Governing Board.  Board members shall not be deemed 
employees of the PTPDTF and shall not be compensated by it. 

 
5.2 Officers.   

5.2.1   At the first meeting of the Governing Board of each year, the 
Governing Board shall elect from its members a Chair and such 
other officers, if any, as it deems necessary to conduct its 
meetings and affairs.  The Chair and any other officers so selected 
shall serve for a term of one (1) year or until the officer ceases to 
be a Governing Board member, whichever is shorter.  

5.2.2 The Chair shall have no more power than any other member of 
the Governing Board, except that the Chair shall have the 
authority to do the following: 

5.5.2.1 Give notice of any meetings when scheduled or 
otherwise called; 

5.2.2.2 Call meetings to order and provide for their orderly 
and efficient conduct; 
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5.2.2.3 Provide for the preparation of minutes of all meetings; 
and 

5.2.2.4 When authorized by the passage of a motion by the 
Governing Board, execute such contracts, agreements, 
reports, filings, and other documents as a necessary on 
behalf of the PTPDTF. 

5.4  Meetings.   

5.4.1 The Governing Board shall meet at least quarterly and shall have 
such other special meetings at such times and places as chair of 
the Governing Board shall determine.  Special meetings may be 
held on three (3) days' notice by the chair or any two (2) 
Governing Board members, except that a special meeting to 
consider adoption of or amendments to the Board's operating rules 
pursuant to paragraph 6.1 shall require ten (10) days' notice. The 
presence of a majority of the duly appointed voting members of 
the Governing Board at a meeting shall constitute a quorum.  

5.4.2  Each board member shall be entitled to one vote, with the 
exception of  U.S. Customs and Border Protection, who assigned 
board member shall act in an advisory capacity only.  Proxy 
voting is not permitted. The Board shall function by a majority 
vote of the board members present.  

6.  Duties and Powers of the Governing Board.  

6.1  The Governing Board may adopt and amend such bylaws and that it may 
deem necessary or desirable for the conduct of the business of the 
Governing Board.  Such bylaws shall be consistent with the terms of this 
Agreement and any applicable laws or regulations.  The Members hereto 
shall also be subject to the provisions of the Resolution of the PTPDTF 
adopted October 14, 2010. 

6.2  The Governing Board may enter into any contract necessary or proper for 
the exercise of its powers or the fulfillment of its duties and may enforce 
such contracts to the extent available in equity or at law. The Governing 
Board may authorize the chair of the Governing Board to execute those 
contracts.  

6.3  The Governing Board may disburse funds in a manner which is consistent 
with this Agreement and with the method provided by law for the 
disbursement of funds by the Members to this Agreement.  Such 
disbursements shall be made through the Fiscal Agent approved by the 
Governing Board. 

6.4  The Governing Board may apply for and accept gifts, grants or loans of 
money or other property or assistance from the United States 
Government, the State of Minnesota, or any person, association or agency 
for any of its purposes.  The Governing Board may enter into any 
agreement in connection therewith, and hold, use and dispose of such 
money, property or assistance in accordance with the terms of the gift, 
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grant or loan relating thereto.  

6.5  The Governing Board may cooperate with other federal, state, and local 
law enforcement agencies to accomplish the purpose for which it is 
organized.  

6.6 The Governing Board shall appoint a Task Force Commander, who shall 
be responsible for overseeing and coordinating the day-to-day operations 
of the PTPDTF, subject to the supervision and direction of the Governing 
Board.  The Task Force Commander must be a full-time, licensed peace 
officer of a member. The Task Force Commander shall remain an 
employee of the Member that has assigned them to the PTPDTF.  

6.6.1  The Task Force Commander shall be in charge of the day-to-day 
operation of the PTPDTF, including supervising the task force's 
assigned personnel, subject to direction received from the 
Governing Board. The Task Force Commander is responsible for 
staffing, scheduling, case assignment, case management, record 
keeping, informant management, buy fund management, petty 
cash management and intelligence management.  

6.6.2 The Task Force Commander will be responsible to keep the 
Governing Board updated as to the task force's activity, which 
would include major case development within Member 
jurisdictions.  

6.6.3 The Task Force Commander will supervise the drafting and 
execution of all search warrants initiated by the PTPDTF and 
will work cooperatively with the agencies with venue over the 
case.   

6.6.4 The Task Force Commander will be responsible for all buy fund 
monies and petty cash funds and will provide the Governing 
Board with a monthly accounting of all funds disbursed and a 
written summary of activity involving task for buy money and 
funds.  

6.6.5 The Task Force Commander shall be responsible to coordinate 
annual leave (vacation) of all Agents under his supervision, in 
accordance with any bargaining agreement, policy, and 
guidelines of the Agent’s respective appointing Member. 

6.6.6 The Task Force Commander shall immediately notify the chair 
of the Governing Board and all other members of the Governing 
Board on any misconduct by Agents under his/her supervision.  
Such misconduct shall include, but not be limited to, the 
following:  commission of a criminal offense; neglect of duty; 
violation of PTPDTF policies, rules or procedures, or the 
policies, rules, and procedures of the respective appointing 
Member; and conduct that tends to reflect unfavorably upon the 
PTPDTF or any Member. 

6.6.5 The Task Force Commander shall coordinate intelligence among 
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the Members and between the PTPDTF and other local, state, 
and federal law enforcement agencies.  

6.7  The Governing Board shall also appoint a Task Force Coordinator, who 
shall be an employee of the Member serving as the Fiscal Agent for the 
PTPDTF.  Such Task Force Coordinator shall perform duties in 
accordance with Section 8 herein. 

6.8  The Governing Board shall formulate policies and procedures to govern 
the Task Force Commander and PTPDTF Agents.  In the absence of 
PTPDTF policies and procedures, the Task Force Commander and the 
Agents shall be governed by the policies and procedures of their 
respective law enforcement agency, be it the East Grand Forks Police 
Department, the Crookston Police Department, or the Polk County 
Sheriff’s Office]. 

6.9  The Governing Board shall cause to be made an annual audit of the books 
and accounts of the PTPDTF and shall make and file a report to its 
members which includes the following information:  

6.9.1  The financial condition of the task force;  

6.9.2  The business transacted by the task force; and  

6.9.3 Any other matters which affect the interests of the task force.  
 

6.10  The PTPDTF's books, receipts and records shall be open to inspection by 
its Members at all reasonable times.  

6.11  The Governing Board may contract with any of its Members to take title 
to, hold, manage and convey real and/or personal property obtained by 
the PTPDTF as a result of civil asset forfeiture proceedings.   

6.12  The Governing Board may hold such property as may be required to 
accomplish the purposes of this Agreement and upon termination of this 
Agreement make distribution of such property as provided for in Section 
11.2 of this Agreement.  

 
7. Duties of Task Force Members. 

7.1 Each Member shall assign one experienced, licensed peace officer to 
serve as Agents for the PTPDTF as follows:  

 
City of Crookston 1 Full Time Equivalent (FTE) 
City of East Grand Forks 1 FTE 
County of Polk 1 FTE 
U.S. Border and Customs Enforcement 1 FTE 

 
7.2  Agents assigned to the PTPDTF will be responsible for drug investigation, 

including but not limited to intelligence gathering and management, case 
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development, and referrals of investigations for prosecution.  Agents may 

also assist other law enforcement agencies in surveillance and undercover 

operations.  Agents will work cooperatively with law enforcement officers 

from the Members and will work cooperatively with other federal, state, 

and local law enforcement agencies, as directed by the Task Force 

Commander.  

7.3  Agents assigned to the PTPDTF will be supervised by the Task Force 
Commander or, in his/her absence, by such other Agent assigned by the 
Governing Board to act in his/her behalf.  

7.4 Agents will maintain compliance with the policies and procedures of the 
PTPDTF, and in the absence of a PTPDTF policy or procedures, Agents 
shall maintain compliance with the applicable policy or procedure, if any, 
of his/her appointing Member. 

7.4 Agents will adhere to all laws of the State of Minnesota and the United 
States of America. 

7.5  Unless otherwise agreed to by the Governing Board, the Member 
appointing an Agent to the PTPDTF shall furnish the Agent with a 
weapon, cellular phone, and a vehicle, and the Member shall pay any lease 
payments, insurance, maintenance and operating costs for said vehicle.  
Further, unless otherwise agreed to by the Governing Board, the Member 
appointing the Agent shall pay all expenses associated with tuition, travel, 
lodging and meals incurred on behalf of said Agent.  

 
7.6  Agents assigned by the Members shall not be employees of the PTPDTF.  

Agents shall remain the employees of the Member that has assigned them 
to the task force and shall be compensated by that Member, except that the 
PTPDTF agrees to reimburse its members for compensation to assigned 
Agents as follows: 

 
7.6.1 The City of Crookston shall be reimbursed for one-half (1/2) of its 

assigned Agent’s salary (excluding all benefits). 
 
7.6.2 The City of East Grand Forks shall be reimbursed for one-half 

(1/2) of its assigned Agent’s salary (excluding all benefits). 
 
7.6.3 The County of Polk shall be reimbursed for one-half (1/2) of its 

assigned Agent’s salary (excluding all benefits). 
 
7.6.4 Unless otherwise approved by the Governing Board, Members 

shall not be reimbursed for overtime salaries (including benefits) 
incurred by the Member when conducting PTPDTF investigations, 
prosecutions, and other business. 

7.7  During the term of this Agreement, the Members agree to maintain the 
officer position assigned to the PTPDTF and shall maintain the FTE 
staffing assigned to the Task Force as shown in Section 6.1.  
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8.  Budgeting and Funding.  

8.1  The Members intend to fund the cost of operation of the PTPDTF from 
grant funds and matching funds and/or contributions from the member 
cities and Polk County, from the proceeds of forfeiture actions, and from 
restitution.   

8.2  The Governing Board shall adopt a budget based upon grant funds, 
member matching funds and/or contributions, and money made 
available from other sources. The Governing Board may amend the 
budget from time to time.  

8.3  The Governing Board shall appoint one of its Members to serve as Fiscal 
Agent to provide budgeting, recordkeeping, and accounting services 
necessary or convenient for the operations of the PTPDTF.  Such services 
shall include, but not be limited to: 

8.3.1 Management of all PTPDTF funds, including member 
contributions and grant monies;  

8.3.2 Management and tracking of forfeiture assets and proceeds;  

8.3.3 Timely payment of any contracted services; and   

8.3.4 Maintenance of all relevant bookkeeping and recordkeeping.  

8.4 No payment on any invoice for services performed by any person 
providing services or supplying goods to the PTPDTF in connection with 
this Agreement shall be authorized unless approved by the chair of the 
Governing Board.  

8.5  The Members agree to contribute their grant funds and required matching 
funds/contributions, if any, to operate the PTPDTF.  

8.6  All funds shall be accounted for according to generally accepted 
accounting principles. The Fiscal Agent shall make a monthly financial 
report of all expenditures and receipts, and current fund balances to the 
Board.  

8.7  The Board may not incur debts.  

8.8  The Board's obligation to reimburse members for any expense, furnish 
equipment and the like is contingent upon the receipt of grant funds for 
that purpose. If insufficient grant funds are received, the Board may 
reduce the level of reimbursement and/or reduce other expenditures.  

 9.  Seizures and Forfeitures.  

9.1  Cash, property, and other items that are seized and thereafter forfeited 
pursuant to the efforts of the PTPDTF under this Agreement shall be 
used to support PTPDTF efforts.  Additionally, the Members agree that 
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any and all forfeitures of cash, property, and other items, resulting from 
cases where felon-level drug charges are filed, shall be paid to and/or 
the property of the PTPDTF, to be used to support PTPDTF efforts, 
except as hereinafter provided: 

9.1.1. If the felony-level drug charge is the result of a case initiated by 
a licensed peace officer who is not a PTPDTF assigned Agent, 
and the case involved one or more PTPDTF assigned Agents in 
any way, then the Members agree that that fifteen percent 
(15%) of the net proceeds, which are disbursed to the 
“appropriate agency,” pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 609.5315, 
Subd. 5, shall be disbursed to the Member whose officer 
initiated the case, and the remainder of the net proceeds shall be 
disbursed to the PTPDTF.   

9.1.2. If the felony-level drug charge is the result of a case initiated by 
a licensed peace officer who is not a PTPDTF assigned Agent, 
and the case did not involve any PTPDTF assigned Agents, 
then the Members agree that that twenty-five percent (25%) of 
the net proceeds, which are disbursed to the “appropriate 
agency,” pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 609.5315, Subd. 5, shall be 
paid to the Member whose officer initiated the case, and the 
remainder of the net proceeds shall be disbursed to the 
PTPDTF.   

9.2 The use and disbursement of all cash and/or property forfeited to the 
PTPDTF pursuant to this Agreement must be approved by the 
Governing Board.   

10.  Insurance and Indemnification.  

10.1 Insurance.   

10.1.1 The PTPDTF will maintain liability coverage with the League of 
Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust (LMCIT) with a limit of at least 
$2,000,000 per occurrence, under standard LMCIT liability coverage 
forms.  

10.1.2  Alternatively, the PTPDTF may maintain equivalent private liability 
insurance coverage.  Such coverage may be provided through separate 
policies for commercial general liability (CGL) and law enforcement 
liability.  Such private liability insurance policies must comply with 
the following requirements:  

 
10.1.2.1 Each policy shall have a limit of at least $2 million per 

occurrence. If the policy contains a general aggregate 

limit, the general aggregate limit shall not be less than 

$2,000,000.  

 

10.1.2.2 The CGL insurance shall cover liability arising from 

premises, operations, independent contractors, products-

completed operations, personal injury and advertising 

injury, and contractually-assumed liability. 
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10.1.2.3 Each member, and each member's officers, employees, 

and volunteers, shall be named as additional covered 

parties on each policy for all claims arising from Task 

Force activities or operations. 

 

10.1.3 Each Member agrees to procure and maintain insurance for auto 

liability and damage to or loss of property with respect to any 

automobile(s) and/or property/equipment supplied by the Member for 

PTPDTF efforts.  Each member shall be responsible for damages to or 

loss of its own equipment. Each Member waives the right to, and agrees 

that it will not, bring any claim or suit against the PTPDTF or any other 

Member for damages to or loss of its equipment arising out of 

participation in or assistance with PTPDTF operations or activities, 

even if the damages or losses were caused wholly or partially by the 

negligence of any other Members, or its officers, employees, and/or 

volunteers. 

 

10.1.4 Each Member shall be responsible for injuries to or death of its own 

personnel, including those assigned to the PTPDTF. Each Member will 

maintain workers' compensation insurance or self-insurance coverage, 

covering its own personnel while they are assigned to the PTPDTF or 

are otherwise participating in or assisting with PTPDTF operations or 

activities. Each Member waives the right to, and agrees that it will not, 

bring any claim or suit against the PTPDTF or any other Member for 

any workers' compensation benefits paid to its own employee or 

dependents, that arise out of participation in or assistance with PTPDTF 

operations or activities, even if the injuries were caused wholly or 

partially by the negligence of any other Member or its officers, 

employees, or volunteers.  

 

10.1.5 All insurance policies and certificates required under this agreement 

shall be open to inspection by any member and copies of the policies 

of certificates shall be submitted to a member upon written request. 

10.1.6  Any excess or uninsured liability of the PTPDTF shall be borne 

equally by all of the Members, but this does not include the liability of 

any individual officer, employee, or volunteer that which arises from 

his or her own malfeasance, willful neglect of duty, or bad faith. 

10.2 Indemnity.   

10.2.1 The PTPDTF agrees to defend and indemnify the Members for 
any and all claims, losses, damage, liability, suits, judgments, 
costs, and expenses by reason of the action or inaction of its 
employees assigned to the PTPDTF for claims arising from 
PTPDTF activities or operations and decisions of the Governing 
Board.    
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10.2.2 The Agreement to indemnify and hold harmless provided herein 
does not constitute a waiver by any Member of limitations on 
liability provided by Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 466.  Under no 
circumstances shall a Member be required to pay on behalf of 
itself and other Members, any amounts in excess of the limits on 
liability established in Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 466, 
applicable to any other Member.  The limits of liability for some 
or all of the Members may not be added together to determine 
the maximum amount of liability for any Member.   

 
10.2.3 Nothing herein shall be construed to provide insurance coverage or 

indemnification to an officer, employee, or volunteer of any Member 

for any act or omission for which the officer, employee, or volunteer is 

guilty of malfeasance in office, willful neglect of duty, or bad faith.  

 11.  Termination / Withdrawal.  

11.1  Termination.  This Agreement shall terminate upon the occurrence of 
any one of the following events, whichever occurs first:  

11.1.1 When necessitated by operation of law or as a result of a 
decision by a court of competent jurisdiction; or 

11.1.2 When necessitated based upon the failure to obtain the 
necessary grant funding from the State of Minnesota and/or the 
United States federal government.  

11.1.3  When a majority of members agree by resolution to terminate 
the agreement upon a date certain; or  

11.2  Effect of Termination.  Upon termination of this Agreement, the 
Governing Board shall provide for the distribution of all PTPDTF funds 
and assets in the following manner: 

 
11.2.1  The Governing Board may determine to sell and liquidate any and all 

non-monetary assets prior to distribution;  

 

11.2.2 Any and all personal property used by the PTPDTF and owned by a 

Member shall be returned to that Members upon dissolution of the 

PTPDTF.  

 

11.2.3 All remaining funds and assets shall be distributed to the Members in 

proportion to the full-time equivalent (FTE) contributions of each 

Member to the PTPDTF.  

11.3  Withdrawal.  

11.3.1 Any Member may withdraw from this Agreement upon six 
months' written notice to the Governing Board. 
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11.3.2 Withdrawal shall not act to discharge any liability incurred by 
the Member prior to withdrawal. Such liability shall continue 
until discharged by law or agreement of the remaining 
members. 

11.3.3 If a Member withdraws from the PTPDTF, and the remaining 
Members decide to continue the operations of the PTPDTF 
under the terms of this Agreement, including any 
amendment(s) thereto, the withdrawing Member shall not be 
entitled to the distribution of any assets or funds under Section 
11.2, above, except as provided by Section 11.2.2. 

11.3.4 In the event of withdrawal by any Member, this Agreement 
shall remain in full force and effect as to all remaining 
Members.  

 

12. Modification of Agreement. 

  

12.1 Any alterations, modifications, or amendments of the provisions of this 

Agreement shall only be valid if they have been reduced to writing and 

duly approved and signed by all of the Members. 

 

13. Counterparts. 

 

13.1 This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each of which shall be an 

original, and all of which shall constitute but one and the same instrument.
