GENERAL

The City of East Grand Forks is located in the west ¢entral part of Polk County, in

tiorthwest Minnesota at the intersection of U.S. nghway 2 and Minyiesota Tiunk
) . The City is loeated on the east banks.of the Red River of the North
Ad_]ascent i@ Grand Forks, NI (see Exhibit'1).

Acgording to-thé East: Gratid Forks MPQ, the estimated population for 2005'is
8,211, This ig based on looking at building permits; demolished properties, and
vacaney rates ete, The adopted growth rate for the city is 1.2%, so using the base
of 8,211 in 2005 we should reach 10,423 by the year 2025.

East Grand Forksis served by the Burlington Nerthern Railroad, which is used
ptimarily for transporting grain from the Bast Grand Fotks Elevators to shipping
terfriinals in Duluth and Minneapolis-$t.. Pagl. Traffic varies.depending on the
harvest season..

PURPOSE AND NEED OF PROJECT

" The purpose of thiis report is to make aninvestigation into the feasibility of
creating a new freight road servicing American Crystal Sugar. Curtently

American Crystal Sugar’s trucks drive down the residential road 5th Avenue NE,
in East Grand Forks, MN, This creates.two primary concerns: traffic congestion
and saféty.

The Functional Classification system, which is used to classify the overall
chiaracteristics of a roadway, places 5th-Avenue NE as.a-collegtor road, which
servesas 4 main dlstnbutor of local traffic. In this case, however, 5th Avenue NE




is a main connection between U.S. Highway 2 and U.8. Highway 2 Business
Route. U.S. Highway 2 is classified as a principle arterial, while Business U.S.
Highway 2 is a minor arterial. Principle and minor arterial roads tend to have a
higher concentratfon of regional and sub-regional traffic. Mobhility is far miore
important along arterials than any other roadway classification besides interstates.
Itis-essential that Sth Avenue NE operate as efficiently as possible, allowing
traffic to-reach these main arterial roads.

T July 2007 the population of Bast Grand Forks was estimated at 8,211 making it
the largest community in Polk County. A primary concern for the city i the

 safety of its Tesidents. Many residetices oceupy the west side of 5th Avenue NE

and there are baseball diamonds; playground equipment and outdoor rinks
between Business U.S. Highway 2 and 10th Street NE. Having large trucks
contituously traveling:down a read where young children are at play is an obvious
safety concern, Another safity consideration to-acknowledge is the skewed
configuration-of Sth Averue NE with U.S. Business Highway 2. TIns creates an

. added daniger to. truck drivers and other s

vehicles such as American Crystal 1i Aiie:
performance capsbilities associated w;th accel era‘aon, brakmg, and ity:
Arietican Crystal Sugar also crosses an unprotected tailroad crossing that has no
gates or lights and there is up to twelve (12) trains & day that use this set of tracks.
Trapairments such as these may create unsafe conditions no matter how qualified
the driver. (Ses Exhibit 2.- American Crystal Documentation)

This proposed freight road is in the Long Range Transportation Plan for the City
of East Grand Forks and has been approved by the Exéecutive Board of the
Metropolitan Planiting Otganization (MPO) The: proposed rout has also been
identified in the Access Management Plan for U.8, Highway No. 2.

The ﬁ‘cfi'glit_ road. provides a benefit to thg infrastrngture in-the City’s industrial
parks which continues to expand.

PROJECT SITE

The projeet siteis located in East Grand Forlks, MN The site consists of 10th

Street NE and a proposed road beglnmng at 10th Street NE and going to the
American Crystal Sugar Company, located on Business Highway 2. 10th Street is
currently a gravel toad: perpendicular to 5th Avenue NE, The

proposal includes paving 10th Street and adding curb and gutter, which would
extend a few feet past the proposcd freight road.

ATR QUALITY & CLIMATE

Air quality in the East Grand Forks area is generally good. Occasionally
in the winter, when snow cover in western Minnesota and the Dakotas is
light, there may be sorme problemn with blowing dust accompanying
southwesterly and northwesterly winds. The general rural nature of the

area-and the lack of heavy industry or coneentrations of automobiles
tesulfs in no significant air guality problems.

The East Grand Forks area has a conitinental climate charasterized by wide
variations in tetiperature, light to tioderate-precipitation, plentifil
sunshine and nearly contitiuous air'movement; Weather patterns consisting

 ofcold dry air from the polat regions and-warm moist air frem tropical

regiois often move quickly'into the ares; resulting:in extreme femperature
| _ 0 the regior offen
results in bitter cold temperatures. Temperatures drop to O degrees F. or

‘below on an average of 60 days each year.

The average precipitation during Januaty, February, and Mareh is 2.15
inches and the average yearly snowfall is 34.9-inches. Spring is a {ime-of
rapid and large changes in tempetdafure and precipitation; During April the.
most rapid wanfiing eccurs, with the average monthly temperatures 18
degrees higher tian those of March. The average day of last frostis May
19, but freezing temperatures have beenrecorded as late as.June. Average
precipitation during April, May, and June:is 6.25 inches, about three times
that of the winter months.

The summer months are characterized by nearly continuous bathing of
weather patterns from the arid south. The average precipitation during the
summer is 7.37 inches, slightly more than that of the spring months. The
surnmers are warm but niot hot, as maximum temperatures of 90 degrees or
more ocour on an average of only 12 days a year. The first frost of fall,
which, oceurs in mid to late September, signals the end of the growing
season and-indicates that about 2 months renvain wntil winter, Average

frost penietration in East. Grand Forks is 4.5 fect, with extremie of about 7

feet. A large decrease in precipitation ceours during the transition from
summer to Tall; the average total precipitation for October, November, and
December is 2.58 inches, one - third that of the total summer preeipitation.
The temperature changes which accompany therapidly moving winter
weather §ysterns may be extreme and, when accompanied by blizzard
conditiéis, may present a threat to the life and well-being of humans, farm
anjmals, and wildlife. The mean annual precipitation for the city of East

Grand Forks is approximately 18.5 inches. The above:statistics were
recéived from the Grand Forks County Extension Agency. .

ENDANGERED SPECIES

Although the City of East Grand Forks i situated adjacent to the Red Lake
Riverand thie Red River of the North, it is unlikely that any of the
threatened or-endangered species, as they appear in State and Federal
designations, are pregent in the area other than as casual migrants. The
only endarnigered foderal species is the Grey Wolf and this area is on its
periphetal range.. There have been severat Bald Eagle sightingsin the
atea, Two nests have been found in the areabut are not located in the
proposed construction area. Birds-such as the-prairié chicken and the sand

Tifll crane, both.st_;ﬁtefthreatenedspec‘iﬁ-‘es, probably-nested il the area at one

time, it is-unlikely due to theintensive agricultar the atea at present,
that these species will become reestablished, The tegiondl non-gane
wildlife biologist.has been contacted and tias determitied that the location
and design of this project is such that it will have no adverse affects on the
gpecies.

SOIL CONDITIONS

‘The principal soil associations iri this area are of the Bearden Colvin

Complex as classified by the Scil Survey of Polk County, Minnesota;
United States Department of Agriculture and Natural Resource
Construction Services in Cooperation with Minnesota Agricultural
Experiment Station. The general characteristics of these soils as _-au-ﬂined
by Soil Survey of Polk County, Minnesota, are poorly drained soils formed
in lake 1aid silts, very fine sands, clays, silts or calcareous glacial till.

TOPOGRAPHY

East Graad Forks and its surraynding area sit on the lake bed of the former
glacial Lake Agassiz and the topo graphy is very flat, except in the vicinity
of a watercourse, local relief tends-to be 8' orless. The apptoxithate drop
across a typical section of land varies from 2 to 3 feet.

SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS

Subsurface conditions encountered in East Grand Forks vary with.the
location. Generally, the first 125 feet iy predominafely quaternary and/or
glacial drift deposits made up of fat clays and silts. Below these glacial
deposits, is a layer of 500" of ardovecian.

There are no known geological faults or failures in or around the East
Grand Forks area. The existing clay soil generally bas.a low to moderate




permeability and appears to be suitable for pond liner. A detailed soils
report will be made during the plans and specifications stage.

HISTORICAL-ARCHAEOLOGICAL

“The City of East Grand Forks lies within and along the shore lines of the

ancient glacial Lake Agassiz, a lake which extended from near Hudson
Bay, Canada south to -'the-.'_pres“ent day site of Breckeniidge, Minnesota, in
the west-central part of the state.

The Minnesota Historical Society has been contacted in'regard to the

existence of historical and archaeological sites in the area.

D USE

Land use i the Bast Grand Forks aréa is used primarily for agriculture.
Miajor crops include small grains, beans, potatocs and sugar beeis. Land
use within the City is basically residential with commereial businesses,
school and some industry: Land use-outside City limits is agricultural and
larid use within the project area 15 industrial.

No major changes'in land use are anticipate
Any prowth anticipated for it pro
boundaries-or imniediately adj woent to them The developments presenﬂy
platted around the East Grarid Forks area may gradually reach their platted
capacity, but there is presently a vety good supply of platted lots.

RECREATION

Recreation facilities in the surrounding area are limited. Among those

available include: two city parks, three indoor skating rinks, six tennis
courts, a swimming pool, two golf courses and an all weather running

‘track;, beloniging to the school system.

The Red Lake River and the Red River of the North provides a vatiety of
tecreational uses including fishing and séenic viewing and also a
Minnesota State Parl.

POPULATION

Population trends.oyer the past several decades indicate that the
population of the City of East Grand Forks can be expected to increase at a
steadyrate. The May 1993 population was shown to be 2,550, Past and
projeeted population figures are shown bélow.

Population inthe. 1970's declined, but since that time the City has grown
by 6% in the 1980's and.since 1990, the populatlon has increased at a rate
of 2% a year for the past 3 yeats. In 1997 a major flood occurred, resulting
in the loss of several neighborhoods.

WILDLIFE AND WILDLIFE HABITAT

The Bast Grand Forks area provides avariety of wildlife habitats and

therefore, supports fairly diverse wildlife. These habitats are primarily
associated with vegetation on lands located along the Red Lake River. The
area aleng the river serves as a'wildlife corridor espeeially in areas where
the upland is heavily eultivated. The woodlands aleng the river serve asa
wintering area for white-tailed deer, moose, ruffed grouse, vatious:
songbirds, owls, hawks, woodpeckers, rabbits, raccoons, skunks, squirrels




and other small mammals. The Minnesota Department of Natural
‘Resources was also contacted for their comments.

12. VEGETATION

East Grand Forks lies in an area characterized by the influsnce of g acial
periods that occurred-in the past. This area consists of noderate stands of
eln, oak, boxelder, ash and small amounts of underbrush and trees. Areas
along the river may contain some marshes and sloughs.

13, SURFACE WATERS

The Red Lake River which winds:its way throughthe area and westward
to the Red River of the Nerth. The river is fairly deep-in natre and
supports a fair mumber of species of fish in fts deeper pools.

B.  FUTURE ENVIRONMENT WITHOUT THE PROJECT

As per the attaclied American Crystal letter, there is approximately 99,723 trucks
that ourrentiy use 5th Ave NE, which, as stated, previously causes two (2) '
concerns in the tesidefitial area, traffic congestion and safety.

. RECOMMENDATIONS.

Tn any project there is always the oftion to do nothing, however, below is the
selected recommendation and cost estimate:

Thie selected-option consists of constructing a straight 28 foot wide (see Exhibit 3)
freightroad extending to the Ameriean Crystal Sugar plant, It would be located
directly east of the existing railroad tracks, and ran perpendicularto 10th Street
NE. (see Exhibit4) Approximately eleven thouszitd square yards of 10th Street
NE would need to be- paved to-allow trucks easy access to and from the freight
toad. The benefits of thig alternative include having & ninety degree perpendicular
street, which is safér than a skewed intersection. This alternative also solves the
overall problem of truck traffic down 5th Avenue NE.

ORDINANCE NO. 3RD SERIES

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF EAST GRAND FORKS, MINNESOTA,
AMENDING CITY CODE TITLE X| BUSINESS REGULATIONS CHAPTER 117
ENTITLED "(ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES" BY ADDING SECTION 117.70
ENTITLED CATERER'S PERMIT; AND BY ADOPTING BY REFERENCE CITY
CODE TITLE I, CHAPTER 10 AND SECTION 10.99 WHICH, AMONG OTHER
THINGS, CONTAIN PENALTY PROVISIONS. '

WHEREAS, the City of East Grénd Forks monitors on-sale intoxicating liquor
licenses and catering permits issued to businesses located within the City of East
Grand Forks, and

WHEREAS, the City of East Grand Forks has been made aware that businesses
with on-sale intoxicating liquor licenses with caterer's permits who are located
outside the City are authorized under Minnesota Statutes to sell liquor at social
events in locations other than their licensed premise, and

WHEREAS, the City of East Grand Forks believes that, for public safety
purposes, it is a fundamental duty that the City be aware of and monitor all
locations within the City where liquor is soid;

THE CITY OF EAST GRAND FORKS ORDAINS:

Section 1. Title .Xi: Chapter 117 of the City of East Grand Forks’
Ordinances entitled “Alcoholic Beverages” shall be amended by adding a new
Section, Caterer's Permit which shall read as follows:

117.70  lllegal Sale. It shall be unlawful for the holder of a Caterer's Permit
to sell alcoholic beverages off the holder's licensed premises in the
City of East Grand Forks, except as an incidental part of the service of
prepared meals at an‘event sponsored by a person with whom the
holder has contracted for such prepared meal service.

117.71  lllegal Interest. It shall be unlawful for the person who has contracted
with the holder for prepared meal service to have any legal, equitable
or pecuniary interest in the holder, or the holder's compensation from
the catered event.

117.72 Information Required. Except for holders who also hold an on-sale
intoxicating liquor license issued by the City of East Grand Forks, it is
unlawful for any person holding a Caterer's Permit to sell or otherwise
provide alcohol to any individual or group located within the corporate
boundaries of the City of East Grand Forks unless said person has
first provided the Police Chief for the City of East Grand Forks with the




following:

1. A copy of their valid caterer's permit as issued by the State of
Minnesota, and :

2. A copy of their valid on-sale liquor license as issued by the city
where their primary on-sale liquor premises is located, and

3. A copy of their dram shop insurance policy clearly indicating that
dram shop coverage is currently in force, and

4, A completed caterer's permit application form, and

5. Payment of an application fee as set by resolution by the City
Council of East Grand Forks.

117.73  Aiding and Abetting. It is unlawful for any person to intentionally aid,
advise, hire, counsel, or conspire with or otherwise procure another fo

commit the prohibited act.

117.74 Enforcement. This ordinance shall be enforced by any duly licensed
law enforcement officer.

117.75 Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase,
word, or other portion of this ordinance is, for any reason, held to be
unconstitutional or invalid, in whole, or in part, by any court of
competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed severable, and
such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portions of this law, which remaining portions shall continue
in full force and effect.

117.76  Penalty. Any person violating any provision of this chapter zhall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be
punished as provided in §10.99.

Section 2: Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect upon its summary
publication in the City's official newspaper. Said publication shall read as
foliows:

Ordinance # amends East Grand Forks City Ordinances by adding
a new Section outlining the requirements for a person with a State issued
caterer's license to sell alcohol within the corporate boundaries of the City
of East Grand Forks. A complete copy of the ordinance is available for
review or purchase at East Grand Forks City Hall.

Section 3. City Code Title | entitled "General Provisions” Applicable to
Entire City Code Including “General Penalty Section 10.99" are hereby adopted
in their entirety, by reference, as though repeated verbatim herein.

Section 4. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage and publication as indicated in Section 2 above, and be given the
Number , 3rd Series. :

BUILDING INSPECTIONS DEPARTMENT

The economic downtown and financial crisis that has affected this country also had an effect on the
construction in the City of East Grand Forks. Although the effects were devastating in some areas of the
country, East Grand Forks seemed to endure.

The overall effect of construction values in the City of East Grand Forks is an approximate reduction of
63% in 2009 based on a comparison to the 10 year average of total construction values in the City. With
a 10-year average of approximately $12,918,000, this leaves 2009 with a total value of approximately
$7,350,000.

The single category of new single family dwelling starts in 2009 was down considerably from the 10 year
_ average with only 12 new starts compared to the average of 45 over the last 10 years. This represents
approximately a 74% decrease in this category alone. '

Although these figures are not as encouraging as they could be, there are some bright spots. As an
 example; the overall One and Two Dwelling permits for repair {all permits for 1 & 2 family dwellings
combined) show an average of $891,000 and in 2009 the total revenue in this category was $1,359,500
which represents a 50% increase from the average. This category is for repair, maintenance, additions
and remodels of one and two family dwellings only.

This shows true as 182 of these permits were for improvements of approximately $14,659 in revenue
from the Water and Light Weatherization Rebate Program.

Other encouraging areas are Commercial Building Permits with approximately a 10% increase from the
10 year average, and ather maintenance type permits such as sidewalks, signs, and fences are showing
only a slight (5%} decline from the 10 year average

In summary, although there was a marked decrease in new housing starts in 2009, the Inspections
Department revenues were not as bad as expected. These figures show very encouraging signs of
improvements to the existing housing stock, through weatherization, remodels and additions which in
‘turn increases the overall property tax revenue. As much emphasis is put on the sole category of new
housing starts both by the media and other factions of the construction community, it is very important
to note that the Inspections Department represents much more than just new housing starts.

These summarizations only consider the construction categories in the City of East Grand Forks, but the
Inspections Department has many more duties other than construction related inspections. Not
considered in these figures are the Rental Registrations in the City which account for approximately 5%
of the revenue but result in 25% of the inspections completed. Facility Management of the City Hall
building and the Campbell Library accounts for a considerable amount of time.

In closing, 2009 was a decent year and we look forward to 2010 being much better.

A: The Water and Light Weatherization Rebate Program has had a surprising effect on the
number of inspections that are done, the number of permits issued; as well as the amount of
revenue generated for the Inspections Department.

Q: How many permits were generated and what is the increase in revenue for 20097?

A: East Grand Forks Building Inspections Department generated $14,569.50 in additional
revenue with a total of 182 permits in 2009. These permits covered many weatherization
projects such as window replacement, insulation of attics and attached garages, exterior and
storm door replacements, re-siding and many more. '

Q: Has there been any effects other than those mentioned?

A: This program is also responsible for a marked increase of larger projects such as additions.
_The incentive to get back up to $500 in rebate money has provided the extra push to complete
projects that may not have been done without it. This program has led to an increase of
approximately 250 inspections by the Department in 2009 as some of the projects require
multiple inspections. With the current staffing leve! in the Inspections Department, this
program keeps the inspections office busy. |

There may aiso be a general increase in property taxes as a result of the many improvements
being made through the Weatherization Rebate Program. This has not been a deterrent to
participation in the program at all; however, as people realize that the minimal increase in
property taxes is more than offset by the $500 Rebate.

The original Residential Weatherization Rebate Program has aiso spawned other Rebate
programs such as the Commercial Weatherization Rebate Program, the multi-family
Weatherization Program and the Residential Appliance and Heating/Cooling Equipment Rebate
Program. '

Summary: The Rebate Programs from the East Grand Forks Water and Light Department have
been a great success and have been a benefit both to the citizens of East Grand Forks and the

Inspections Department. Hopefully the programs will continue.







EAST GRAND FORKS WATER AND LIGHT
ENERGY CONSERVATION
PROGRAM HISTORY

In 2002 the state mandated that municipal utilities and rural electric cooperatives were
required to spend 1.5% of their annual revenues on energy conservation.

In 2003, in addition to our established Load Management Program {off peak and water heater
and A/C control), we signed a contract with Tri Valley Opportunity Council to manage our Low
Income Weatherization Program. With this program, we team up with Tri Valley & the
Department of Energy to pay for the weatherization of low income residences so that they are
better able to manage their heating bills.

In 2004 we did our first Commercial Energy Rebate and continued with one in each 2005 and
2006 under the direction of Dan Boyce.:

In 2007 Dan continued with 4 more Commercial Energy Rebates and developed the Residential
Weatherization Rebate Program and paid out 88 rebates that year.

Also in 2007 Minnesota revised the Conservation Improvement Program statute by passing the
“Next Generation Energy Act of 2007”, setting an annual energy savings goal beginning in 2010
equivalent to 1.5% of our annual retail energy sales averaged over the most recent 2 year

period.

In 2008, the Commission developed a position dedicated directly to energy conservation, so
that more time could be allotted to our conservation program and the reporting duties that
came along with that. :

In 2009 many more rebate programs were developed and they are attached.




ENERGY REBATES

RESIDENTIAL REBATES

e Woeatherization Rebate — This program provides up to $500 in rebates for our
residential customers to install conservation measures that will improve the energy
efficiency of their home. Some measures include replacing doors and windows,
insulating, caulking and weather stripping. In 2008 we paid out 142 rebates and in 2009
we paid out 120 rebates with the following measures:

Entry doors 29
Storm doors 11
Attic insulation 14

Wall insulation 8
Entry & Storm doors 5
Entry doors & windows 7
Patio door - 3
Storm windows 2
Reinsulated doors & window 2

¢ Appliance & Heating/Cooling Rebates ~This program started on 1/1/09 and allows our
customers to receive a rebate when they purchase an Energy Star qualified appliance.
The appliances and rebates are as follows:

" Washing Machine $100.00 or $150.00
Electric Water Heater $50.00 :

In 2002 we rebated 166 appliances as follows:

Front Load washers 55
Top Load Washers 18
Dishwashers 41
Freezers 1
Electric Water Heaters 4
Room Air Conditioners 2
Central Air Conditioner 3
Heat Pump 2




Central Air Conditioner Tune Up Rebate — This program started in July 2009 and will
rebate up to $60.00 to customers when‘they have their central air conditioner tuned up
by a licensed heating/cooling contractor. In 2009 we issued 105 rebates. The heating
and cooling contractors really jumped on board with this cne. They even included us in
their advertising.

Compact Fluorescent Light Bulb Rebate — When customers purchase Energy Star CFL
bulbs they can receive a rebate of 50% of the bulb or package cost. | thought this one
would go over better than it has. [n 2009, we only paid out 16 rebates.

Computer Monitor Rebate — When a customer, residential or commercial, purchases a
new LCD monitor, replacing an old CRT, they can receive a rebate of up to $30.00. We
will allow a business to claim 12 monitors/year and a household can claim 1/year with
proof of recycling the old CRT. This rebate just started towards the end of the year and

‘we did not pay out any rebates.

LOW INCOME WEATHERIZATION

¢ We contract with Tri-Valley Opportunity Council to do our low income weatherization

projects. In 2009, they weatherized 2 homes. They also replaced the windows and
patio doors in 2 — 12 unit apartment buildings.




COMMERCIAL REBATES

Lighting Replacement Rebate — This program provides a rebate for commercial
customers to upgrade the lighting in their facility to more energy efficient fixtures. In
2009 we paid out 8 rebates to focal businesses. The amount of the rebate for the
customer is figured by the kwhs saved by the project.

Weatherization Rebate — This program provides a rebate for commercial customers
who perform conservation measures that will improve the energy efficiency of their
building envelope, by replacing windows and doors and adding insulation, etc. We paid
out 2 rebates in 2009.

Multi Unit Weatherization Rebate — This program is available to multi unit (3+) owners
who weatherize the units or common areas of their buildings. We only paid out 1
rebate in 2009,

New Construction Lighting Rebate — Customer building new buildings or additions are
eligible to receive a rebate for energy efficient lighting choices. This is a new program,
so we haven’t paid out any rebates yet, but there are 2 interested parties.

Motor Efficiency & VFD Rebates ~ This program will provide a rebate for customers who
upgrade or purchase efficient motors or add VFDs to their existing motors. We only
paid out 1 rebate in 2009.

Cooling Equipment Rebate — Commercial customer who purchase or upgrade to more
efficient cooling equipment are eligible for a rebate. This is a new program and hasn’t

paid out yet.

Commercial Custom Rebate ~ We will be willing to look at any project that our
commercial customers have that may reduce the kwhs used in their building. If it does
not fit one of the prior programs, we will look at it and see if it qualifies for our Custom
Program. We have used this program once in 2009,
